A quilt design based on the innovative use of a traditional
or original block design in a contemporary setting.

JITTERBUG
Special category just for beginners—those who have been quilting
for one year or less and have never before entered a quilt in a contest.

Contemporary or traditional quilt that incorporates one photograph,

a series of photographs, or text that has been printed on fabric. The

quilt can commemorate a special event in your life or show how you
have adapted to a changing society through fashion and dancing.
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
